Making the Word real and exciting helps participants grasp, relate to, and 
understand scripture!  Here are some hints on how to make your Bible 

Study more interactive! 

 

 Rearrange a familiar space 
 Speak differently: Bullhorn, Whisper, French 
 Use props! (Ex: Read from a ladder for Jacob’s ladder, create 

the inside of a whale when reading about Jonah, turn over all 
the tables for the moneychangers in the temple.) 

 Give everyone props to include during the Scripture (ex: Give 
everyone fireballs when reading about the firey furnace) 

 Let people get into the action in a “big Picture” story and 
assign each person a different part. 

 Create a video commercial to promote the message of the 
scripture 

 Enact a modern day version, Soap Opera style, of the passage 
 Create a newsletter for the congregation based on the study 
 Interview Bible characters (oprah could interview paul for her 

book club, jerry springer could have cain, abel, or Essau and 
Jacob as guests.) 

 Use a mine to illustrate a story while it is being read 
 Use sound effects to tell a story or give several groups 

sound effect parts. 
 Mad libs! 
 Use contact paper! Divde the group up into groups of 2-3 

provide contact paper and craft supplies (colored paper, 
colored tissue paper, sand sticks, nature items, markers, etc) 
Have groups read the scripture and create their interpretation 
on the sticky side of the contact paper other ideas: 

 Re-writing scripture in rhyme
