Clergy Self Care

When discussing the topic of Clergy Self Care with church members, the
conversation may range from limited understanding to total misinterpretation. For
some reason, some (but certainly not all!) laypersons view days spent in prayer, discernment,
and silence as “time off” not considering for whom the intercessions are being offered.

At the same time, the Church continues to wrestle with the complex issues
surrounding Clergy Burnout. Alban Institute has highlighted the issue on its website citing
recent features on NPR and in the New York Times as well as other significant publications.

Congregational leadership, especially members of Personnel Committees, would do
well to read the full piece and explore the links at
http://www.alban.org/conversation.aspx?id=9169

One of the more revealing statements is a little too “close to home"” for some.
“"Instead of urging their ministers to adopt reasonable schedules, healthy lifestyles, and
the discipline of regular vacations and sabbatical time, congregations often expect their
ministers to work at least six-days a week, be on call 24/7, and to answer emails and
text-messages - starting in the early morning and continuing until after bedtime - or to
incur comments on Facebook, as well as annual meetings, questioning the amount they
are paid 'for the work they do.””

Clergy do have to learn how to address the pressures and stresses of ministry. At
the same time, encouraging and supporting the pastor’s efforts toward self-care is
the responsibility of the Session!

After all, healthy clergy lead to healthy pastoral relationships and healthy churches!

Dear Friends of PEB, Greetings from a wounded land,

Since I have landed back in Pakistan on July 30, 2010. I realize earth quakes, floods (hit by
the worst flood since last 100 years), sectarians’ violence, targeted killings; suicide bombing
and drone attacks today define Pakistan, a country which came into existence in 1947 through
bloody partition with India Pakistan. The literal meaning a /land of Pure People is continuously
bleeding. Our country has no way to cope with the multiple crises, death has become the most
abundant crop of this wounded land, and no one is even counting deaths.

Our country needs a lot of personal scarifies to tackle fundamentalism. It is marching forward
to singularly tackle this menace, bravely, sacrificing its most precious of assets, children of
Pakistan.

Political leaders, soldiers and ordinary people are sacrificing their lives and livelihoods against
the fundamentalists. There is no limit in terrorism. Even the devastation wreaked by the floods
has not been enough to persuade the militants not to strike. They are targeting, political
leaders, innocent people. They are trying to paralyze normal life and cripple authorities.

As the United Nations said massive floods in Pakistan has affected 13.8 million people and
need survival aid which is more of the devastating 2004 tsunami, the 2005 Pakistan earth
quake and the January 2010 Haiti earthquake, the death toll so far has reached over 1600
across country.

In all of this good things are also happening. None of the PEB School is directly affected by the
floods. Few boarding house students of Christian Girls® High School, Sargodha living near
Mianwali villages are being affected. We are gathering their data.

PEB Schools have performed really well in the Secondary School Examinations conducted by
the state. Our over all pass percentage have increased to 98%. More and more students of
PEB are now being accepted in Forman Christian College and Kinnaird College.

The biggest challenge we are facing is to support them in higher education. Please pray for
this challenge.

Our Annual Teacher Training Program was as usual a success. Three Teacher Trainers from
U.S.A under leadership of Caroline Ryan from Peachtree Atlanta Georgia came to Pakistan on
July 9, 2010 and left on July 23, 2010. 57 teachers of PEB benefited through it.

Another good thing is we are having some break through in our struggle regarding C.T.I.
property, Rang Mahal School and some other properties.

Please remember us in your prayers. Together we’ll make better Pakistan and better
world.
